WHERFEAS, beef is a delicious, nutritious meat containing quantities of zinc, iron,
protein, vitamins and minerals with the Rnown slogan “Beef. It's What's For Dinner;” and

WHEREAS, the beef industry is working hard to produce safe and wholesome

products on our family farms across the state; and

WHEREAS, the 10,027 members of the Alabama Cattlemen’s Association encourage
the people of Alabama to enjoy beef during the month of October; and

WHEREAS, October has been proclaimed Beef Month since 1964;
