Rep. Laird served in the Alabama House of Representatives for 36 years from 1978 to 2014. 

Prior to becoming a representative, he served on the Roanoke City Council from 1972 to 1976. 

He was also a board member for the Randolph County Economic Development Authority, First 

Bank (for 46 years), and the Randolph County ALFA Division.  

I offer my heartfelt condolences and prayers to his wife, Peggy, and their entire family, friends,
