WHEREALS, the Coast Guard Aviation Training Center in Mobile is a multi-mission unit, acting as the
Coast Guard's aviation and capabilities development center, providing core training for rotary and fixed wing pilots,
rescue swimmers and aircrews for air stations Coast Guard wide; and

WHEREAS, since September 11, 2001, more than 25,000 Alabama National Guard Soldiers and Airmen
have deployed;
