most robust forest product industries, including top five rankings among all states in lumber, paper and pulp
production; and

WHERFEAS, the family farmers and forest landowners of Alabama are dedicated to being good

stewards of the land to which they have been entrusted by practicing sustainable and efficient farming practices
while bringing products to market; and

WHEREAS, the Down to Earth campaign is designed to be a voice to promote the sustainable,
conservation-minded practices implemented by Alabama’s farm and forest owners; and

WHEREALS, the Down to Earth campaign will highlight the agriculture and forestry industries’

sustainable farming practices in the topic areas of carbon emissions, animal and plant efficiency, dateand
technology, conserving natural resources, smart land use and sustaining our land for the future;
