WHEREAS, Taiwan is the United States’ 10 largest trading partner and is the 15% largest
export market in the world; and

WHEREAS, Taiwan supports more than 370,000 well-paying jobs in the United States, and
the bilateral trade relationship between Taiwan and the United States is both mutually beneficial and
highly productive; and

WHEREAS, since 1983, Taiwan and Alabama have enjoyed long, cordial and mutually

beneficial sister-state relations; and

WHEREAS, Taiwan is an active member in the international community with a long history
of commitment to international hiealth, fiumanitarian aid and environmental protection;
