WHEREAS, nationally, 80 percent of people Rilled in work zones are drivers or passengers;

WHERFEAS, the primary reasons for work zone-related crashes include alcohol, speeding and
distracted driving; and

WHEREAS, state agencies, road builders, contractors and local officials are joining together
statewide to heighten awareness encouraging motorists to drive safely through work zones; and

WHERFEAS, drivers, passengers and highway workers share the risk in work zones;
